Internship Duration:-

o Internship of 3 to 4 week after 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th semester during the leave
period after the Examinations during winter or summer vacation period.

Institutional Activities ,Training with higher Institutions; Soft skill training
organized by the institute '

« Students may choose to undergo Internship / Innovation / Entrepreneurship
related activities resulting in start-up or undergo internship with industry /
NGO’s / Government organization / micro / Small Medium enterprises to make

themselves ready for the industry.
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Internship Guidelines:-

« Step 1:- Request Letter / Email from the office of Training & Placement cell
/ HOD of respective department of the college should go to industry to allot
various slots of 4-6 weeks during summer vacation as internship period for
the students. Students request letter / profile interest areas may be submitted
to industries for their willingness for providing the training.

» Step 2:- Industry will confirm the training slots and the number of seats
allocated for internships via confirmation letter / E-mail. In case the students
arrange the training themselves the confirmation letter will be submitted by
the students in the office of Training & Placement through concerned
department. Based on the number of slots agreed to by the industry, TPO
will allocate the students to the Industry. In addition, the internship slots
may be conveyed through Telephonic or written communication (by fax,
Email, etc.) by the TPO or other members of the T&P cell / Faculty
members who are particularly looking after the Final / Summer Internship of
the students.

Step 3:- Students on Joining Training at the concerned Industry /
Organization submit the Joining Report / Letters / Email.

Step 4:- Students undergo industrial training at the concerned Industry /
Organization. In-between faculty Members evaluates the performance of
student’s once / twice by visiting the Industry / Organization and Evaluation
Report of the students is submitted in' department office / TPO with the

consent of industry persons / Trainers.

Step S:- Students will submit training report after completion of internship.

Step 6:- Training Certificate to be obtained from industry.

Step 7:-List of students who have completed their internship successfully will be
issued by CRD and same should be maintained by the respective department.

Internship Report: - After completion of internship, the student should prepare a
report to indicate what he has observed and learnt in the training period. The
student may contact Industrial Supervisor / Faculty Mentor / TPO for assigning
special topics. Daily diary will also help to a great extent in writing the industrial
report since much of the information has already been incorporated by the student
into the daily diary. The training report should be signed by the internship
Supervisor, TPO and Faculty Mentor. The Internship report will be evaluated on
the basis of following criteria:-

i) Originality
ii) Adequacy and purposeful write-up. !
iii) Organization, format, drawings, sketches, style, language etc.

iv) Variety and relevance of learning experience.

v) Practical applications, relationships with basic theory and concepts taught in the

course.
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
